◆ Introduction

It becomes more important to have strong linkage between public sector and private sector in national innovation system than ever. Traditionally, it has been believed that public S&T investment produces the basic and generic scientific knowledge and then the private sector utilize the output of public sector. It is known that there are a sequential innovation process and a division of functions between public and private sectors. However, today’s innovation process requires the strong public private partnership (PPP) from the beginning of innovation process. Since government invests a large amount of money for national S&T development, and the public sector maintains large research groups and has accumulated S&T knowledge, the private sector can benefit a lot from the collaboration with the public sector. The strong PPP can be achieved from the R&D investment, R&D organization and business units. However, it is not easy to achieve strong partnership between them, because of the inherent and generic gaps in organizational mission, structure, activities and financial capability. In this regard, the symposium is designed to share the experiences, review existing theories and seek the best policy options.
◆ Program Overview

Main Theme: Public Private Partnership for the National Competitiveness
Session I : Public Private Partnership in National Innovation System
The S&T policy environment is changing so fast that the traditional S&T policy does not fit into today’s circumstances. For instance, the globalization and the emergence of mega science are big challenges to both government and private industries. In this circumstance, strengthening public private partnership can be a good strategic option for the policy makers. In this session, the S&T policy environmental changes will be identified, the public private partnership will be discussed as one of policy alternatives and its conceptual framework will be reviewed.

Session II : Management of Public Private Partnership
Many countries are now trying to strengthen the public private partnership despite of different names called. Strengthening the public private partnership may affect the regional innovation system and may be the key to make innovation clusters. Or it may play an important role at developing certain industry. It is important to see actual outcomes of such efforts and to find the best practice. In this session, international comparison will be done. And also the theoretical and practical policy options and management practices will be sought. More specifically, the best management model of partnership program will be sought in the presence of different goals, structure, and functions between public and private sectors.

Session III : S&T Policies for the Knowledge Based Economy

This session is designed to bring an open discussion for S&T policy makers, researchers, R&D managers. As we want to bring up S&T policy knowledge and give the opportunity for the expert to share the experiences, any relevant topics to S&T policy can be presented at this session.

2. Taxi

Average fare from the Incheon International Airport to downtown Seoul is about 50,000 ~ 60,000 KRW (USD 45- 50) for a standard taxi, and 60,000 ~ 80,000 KRW (USD 50 - 67) for a deluxe taxi (black car with yellow light). Toll fee will be charged additionally. However, it may cost more depending in traffic condition during rush hours, Please note there is additional Charge of 20% from midnight to 4 a.m. 

A. Currency and Credit Card

The unit of Korean currency is Won. Coin denominations are 10, 50, 100, and 500, while bank notes are 1,000, 5,000, and 10,000. Foreign bank notes and travelers checks can be converted into Korean Won at banks or other authorized money exchangers, and exchanged Korean Won can be easily reconverted into major international currencies. The exchange rate is subject to market fluctuations. One US dollar is equivalent to about 1,170 as of September, 2004. Most credit cards, including Visa and Master Card, are accepted at most hotels, restaurants, department stores and shops.
B. Business Hours

Government offices are open between the hours of 09:00 and 18:00 during 5 working days. Most private business opens from 08:30 to 10:00, and closes at 18:00. Banks are a major exception. Their business hours are from 09:30 to 16:30 on weekdays only. Foreign diplomatic missions in Seoul generally maintain strict business hours including lunch. They are usually open from 09:00 to 17:00 on weekdays and are closed on Saturdays and Sundays. Major department stores are open from 10:30 to 19:30, including Sundays, but smaller shops tend to be open earlier and close later every day of the week.
C. Passport and Visa

All foreign visitors entering Korea must possess valid passport. Participants requiring visa should apply it to a Korean diplomatic mission in their countries prior to departure. For details, participants are advised to contact their local travel agents or airline offices.
D. Weather and Clothing

The average temperature of Seoul in late November is 5 C (approx. 41 F). The climate is generally getting cold, so a light coat or a sweater is recommended.
E. Electricity

In Korea, outlets for 220 volts are dominant. Always check the power supply before using your equipment.
F. Tipping

Tipping is not a traditional Korean custom. A 10% service charge will be added to your bill at all tourist hotels. No need for extra tip.

G. Insurance

The organizing committee does not accept responsibility for individual medical, travel or personal insurance. Participants are advised to have their own personal insurance policies.
